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This is the template for two-page abstracts. Please use this template in making up your document, by removing each section of text and replacing it with your own writing. For instance, select the whole title above and type in your title; then select the first author lines and type in the name, affiliation, and email address; then select the second author and type in the name and affiliation; etc. This will preserve the formatting. Delete any material that you don’t use.

The first paragraph immediately above has special formatting (12 points of space before it, and no indent), but successive paragraphs are all the same and you can select them all, delete them, and type your text as needed.

All fonts are “Times New Roman”. The title is 14-point, the main body text is 11-point, and the references, which should be preferably supplied in the text page, are 10-point. Please, identify a call to a reference using brackets [1]. Text is in one column and left-justified, except for the title and authors, which are centered on the page. The abstract should present the aim of the work, essential results and conclusion. The total length of the short abstract should not exceed two-page long on A4 Standard (21 cm x 29.7 cm): one text page (1000 words or less, 11 point font) and another page with figures and tables [2].
Figures should be supplied in the second page, and they should be provided with explanatory figure captions [3]. Please, use “Times New Roman” 11-point for the captions as well. There are no specific instructions for the placing, number and sizes of the figures, as long as they are clearly visible. If you need to include tables, you can also do such in the second page of the abstract. Please, use the 11-point font both for the table and for its caption.
